Whilst we are not facing a mighty army, we are facing 
an enemy who wants to defeat us in our aims. Please 
pray for widsom, discernment and open eyes in all of 
the people we approach and build relationships with 
in the next few months.

In July this year we •	
are seeking to begin 
a strategy of gather-
ing people who are 
called to the work 
of an evangelist and 
community tansfor-
mation. We hope to 
do this in the Zam-
bian capital, Lusaka. 
To achieve this, we 

need to rely on 
recommendations, 
relationships and by 
definition we do not 
know a lot of these 
people at the current 
time. Pray that God 
himself will draw 
people to the confer-
ence who must be 
there for the future 
strategic direction of 
Dignity’s evangelis-
tic work.

Pray that those in •	
the villages will also 
be guided to the 
right people who can 
plant new groups 
and help existing 
ones to grow. Pray 
that the gift of dis-
cernment will be dis-
tributed liberally to 
all of those involved 
in the rural areas.
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
